THE RESURRECTION OF CHRIST GIVES US HOPE 

The Pope gives a catechesis on the Creed, reflecting on one aspect of the resurrection of 

the body: dying in Christ.  Death, he said, can be viewed in a fearful or even scandalous 

manner, particularly when dealing with the death of someone close or innocent ones, like 

children. 

“I have always been struck by the question: why do children suffer? Why do children 

die?,” he said. “If it is understood as the end of everything, death frightens us, it terrifies 

us, it becomes a threat that shatters every dream, every prospect that breaks every 

relationship and blocks every path.” 

This fear of death, he continued, can happen when one views life as just a period of time 

between birth and death, without believing in life after death. This view is typical of 

atheist thought which views life as a circumstance and a path towards nowhere. 

“But there is also a practical atheism that exists, which is to live alone for one’s own 

interests and earthly things,” he warned. “If we let ourselves be taken by this wrong view 

of death, we have no choice but to conceal death, to deny it, or to trivialize it, so that it 

does not frighten us.” 

The Holy Father went on to say that the heart of man “rebels” against this false concept, 

and this instinct inside us tells us that life does not end with death. The Resurrection of 

Christ gives all the hope and certainty of life after death. 

“If we live united to Jesus, faithful to Him, we will be able to confront with hope and 

serenity even the passage of death,” he said. “If my life has been a path with the Lord, of 

trust in his immense mercy, I will be prepared to accept the last moments of my earthly 

existence as the definitive trustful abandonment in his receiving hands, in awaiting to 

contemplate Him face to face.” 

Concluding his address, Pope Francis called on the faithful to remain close to Christ 

through prayer, in the Sacraments, as well as in acts of charity. One can thus be well 

prepared for death. 

“Solidarity in sharing pain and instilling hope is the premise and condition to receive in 

inheritance the Kingdom prepared for us,” he said.

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20th ANNIVERSARY OF ANNE SLATTERY (nee HALLIGAN) 

It is  20 years on the 14 t h  of  November 2014  s ince Anne died after  a 
batt le w ith cancer .  I t  is  hard to be l ieve that so much t ime has 
passed.  Her fami ly and c lose f r iends wi l l  remember her  forever. 
Anne was so ful l  of  l i fe; i t  was hard to accept that we would never  
hear that g lor ious voice  again.  She devoted her l i fe to the people 
and the Par ish of  St. Cronan’s .  She spent many years organiz ing, 
conduct ing and indeed could be heard s inging with the Par ish Folk 
Group.  Fo lk groups were a newish concept in  Churches at the t ime,  
and people trave l led f rom far and near just to hear them s ing.  

In 1978 Anne qual i f ied as a pr imary school teacher and took up a 
posit ion in St . Cronan’s  JNS in September 1978.  She cont inued her  
great work there unt i l  she died in 1994.  The chi ldren, parents and 
staf f  loved her .  She was an insp irat iona l teacher, v ivac ious and 
funny with a great sense of  humour.  She trained every Communion 
c lass , every year even when she was s ic k.  People commented on a 
beaut i fu l  serv ice every t ime with such young chi ldren s ing ing so 
beaut i fu l ly .  Her legacy l ives  on today.  Hav ing marr ied Donal, on 
19 t h  October 1986, she went on to  have two beaut i fu l  daughters ,  
Emmy and Kat ie,  whom she adored.  Her greatest regret when she 
real ized her d iagnos is was terminal was that she wouldn’ t be around 
to see them grow up.  

Those of  us who knew Anne attended a hea l ing Mass for  her in St. 
Cronan’s , conce lebrated by al l  the pr iests who worked with her in 
the par ish, and attended by huge numbers of  people.  A las, i t  was 
not be and Anne died twenty years ago th is week.  
St. Cronan’s JNS are having an Anniversary Mass for  Anne on 
Fr iday, 21 s t  November at 7:30pm in St. Cronan’s Church.   The
