This weekend, the Annual Harvest Festival takes place at all Mass-
es.

During the week, two listening sessions were held with Parishioners in response to the letter from Archbishop Martin following the 
World Meeting of Families. There was a good attendance at both gatherings where we concentrated on two questions asked by the 
Archbishop—Why are we no longer captivating so many of our young people for the message of Jesus Christ? Which models of  
pastoral activity and reflection are most likely to win the hearts of young people for the message of Jesus? 
These are big questions and as was said at the gatherings, this listening process is not an end in itself but a beginning. It provides us 
with the opportunity to look at the present situation and plan for the future.  The Parish Pastoral Council will reflect what came up 
at the meetings and look at where we might go from here, and how we can invite all parishioners to be part of that process.

New Saints! 
On Sunday, October 15th, seven new 
saints were canonized in Rome by 
Pope Francis.
