APOSTLE OF CHRIST

Scripture Study classes are resuming |
on Monday 10" September
with a showing of the movie

Our study nights resume at 7.30 on Monday
10" September in the Pastoral Centre. We will be
watching a viewing of the 2018 movie “Paul Apostle
of Christ” which has been very well received by faith
groups around the world. Paul, Apostle of
Christ focuses on St Paul and St Luke who, between
them wrote much of the New Testament. The movie
will serve as an introduction for our 2019 Scripture
Study which will be the “Acts of the Apostles”. Acts
was of course written by St Luke, with the main
characters being St Peter and St Paul. The movie
has a runtime of 108 minutes. Our first weeks
reading will be Matthew chapter 18, which speaks of
the characteristics that should be evident in a
Christian Community. Newcomers welcome.

Church Refurbishment Update

The painting of the Church will resume on Thursday 13th
September. Between now and then a new door into the storage
area in the front porch and a rail for the schools to hang their
artwork for Sacraments will be installed. The new signs and
noticeboards will be put in place outside the Church. The notice
boards inside the main porch will be removed and notices for the
new noticeboards have to be handed in to the Parish Office. There
will be a further consultation on the following:

e The permanent placement of our copy of the Icon from the
World Meeting of Families. We can create a shrine where the
family tree was at the back of the Church or we can put it in
the Glasmore Abbey Room in the Pastoral Centre.

e The creation of a shrine at the picture of Matt Talbot to pray
for his Beatification and also to pray for people with
addictions.

e The organization of the Sanctuary furniture ie: the Ambo
(Table of the Word) has been moved to allow a clearer view of
the Tabernacle and also to keep the reverence towards the
Tabernacle when people are waiting to read at Masses. The
Chair being on that side of the Sanctuary allows greater
respect for where the Tabernacle is placed.

e In the General Instruction to the Roman Missal there is no
direction as to which side the Ambo should be placed. What it
does emphasize is that the Table of the Word and the Table of
the Eucharist should be simply decorated so as not to take
away from the integrity of what happens in these two spaces.
The Tabernacle should be placed where due reverence and
respect is shown.

e But the placement of the Ambo and Chair remains a local
decision on which you will be consulted.

It is planned that the new Sanctuary Furniture will be in place for

the First Sunday of Advent. Fr. Paul
