We had 
a lovely Rite of Sending during the 12.20 mass last Sunday to 
send her on her way to the Pro Cathedral, and there will be 
more special ceremonies over these 40 days of intense prep-
aration.  This is a very exciting time for Petra and our parish 
as we are on the Lenten journey  to accompany her in this 
final period of preparation for Baptism, Confirmation and 
Eucharist.

 Until further notice, Holy Communion will be given only on 
the hand, not on the tongue. Holy Communion will not be 
shared from the Chalice. If you are coeliac, please ask the 
main celebrant for a coeliac Host 

 Handwashing Facilities are available in the Pastoral Centre 
and hand sanitiser is available at Church doors.
