As we begin another Level 5 restriction the only ceremonies that can take
place with a congregation are Weddings (with 6 guests) and Funerals (with 10
mourners). All other ceremonies will be online only.

We have families who had booked Baptisms in 2020 who have not yet been
able to celebrate this Sacrament and we will be facilitating them first before
we issue dates for this year. As there is so much uncertainty what we ask you
to do is email the Parish Office with your request for Baptism and include
what month you would like to celebrate the Baptism.
